The large meandering Rufiji River,
with its network of channels,
connecting lakes and swamps, offers
visitors the unique opportunity to go
on safari by boat and experience the
spectacular concentration of wildlife
from a unusual perspective. Another
activity that is hugely popular is to
also go out into the bush on foot to
experience safari, not as a spectator,
but as part of the wildlife itself! The
camp has skilled and knowledgeable
guides who lead the game drives,
boat trips, walking excursions and
fly camping. (another activity that
proves to be very popular which
involves walking and camping out in
the bush for the night...if you are
brave enough!!)
